TIME LIMITS AND TARGET TIMES

Friday and Saturday: The Finish time limit is 15 minutes, this is the time for boats to finish after the
first boat in class has sailed the course and finished. Boats that do not finish within the Finish time

limit, and later do not retreat, are penalized, or given redress are scored DNF without questioning.

This changes RRS 35, A5.1, A5.2 and A10. The approximate duration for the races on Friday is 45
Minutes and on Saturday 30 minutes.

Sunday: The Finish time limit is 45 minutes, which is the time for boats to finish after the first boat in
the class has sailed the course and finished. Boats that do not finish within the Finish time limit, and
later do not retreat, are penalized, or given redress are scored DNF without questioning. This
changes RRS 35, A5.1, A5.2 and A10. The approximate duration for the race is 150 minutes.
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Failure to meet the target time does not give grounds for recourse. This changes RRS 62.1(a).

PROTESTS AND REQUESTS FOR REDRESS

Protest forms are available at the race office. Protests and requests for redress or reopening shall
be delivered there within the appropriate time limit.

For each class, the protest time limit is 60 minutes after the last boat has finished the last race of the
day or the race committee signals no more racing today, whichever is later.

Notices will be posted within 30 minutes of the protest time limit to inform competitors of hearings in
which they are parties or named as witnesses. Hearings will be held in the jury room, located at
clubhuis wsv de Zeevang, beginning asap.

Notices of protests by the race committee, technical committee or protest committee will be posted
to inform boats under rule 61.1(b) RRS.

A list of boats that, under Sl 14.2, have been penalized for breaking RRS 42 will be posted.
